Our ultimate goal in Ukraine is that people might 
come into a right relationship with their Creator. 
Of all the good things we might do here, this 
tops everything else according to God’s priorities 
for the world. In our role as “Ambassadors of 
Reconciliation,” the ministry includes much variety.
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We praise God for new churches in villages where none previously existed. Peter, who started and leads this congregation, attended our church planters’ training course.

The church in Sudak put on a puppet drama in the city center for 
“Children’s Day” and invited kids to day camp. Dima, the pastor, 
serves on the leadership team for the Training Center. Pray for 

more open doors and creative approaches.

The Training Center seeks to equip Christians to effectively 

share their faith with others and start churches in regions 

which lack a body of believers.



Sergei and Inna, church planters in Feodosia, deliver food 
bags every Easter and Christmas to the poorest families in 

town as part of their outreach.

While we seek to establish more churches, others 
build mosques. Pray for the Tatar, a Muslim people
